Venture Crew #8

By-Laws

Article I – Name

This group shall be known as Venturing Crew #8.

Article II – Objectives

The objectives of Crew #8 are:

1. To provide training and leadership opportunities to all members of Venturing Crew #8

2. To engage in co-ed outdoor high adventure activities.

3. To provide significant service to other scouting units and the Northville community at 

     large.

4. To have fun, develop to your full individual potential, and enjoy the camaraderie of 

     your peers.

Article III – Membership

Membership shall be open to all young adults of high school age who live in the surrounding area and have completed the eighth grade and are at least 14 years of age. No prospective member shall be disqualified because of race, color, creed, or sex. All members must be registered as Ventures and agree to the crew code and bylaws.

Article IV – Officers

1. The elected officers shall be President, two Vice presidents, Secretary and Treasurer. The President, with the approval of the advisor, shall appoint activity chairs and make other assignments as needed. The duties of the officers shall be prescribed in the Venturing Leader Manual.

2. The normal term of office shall be for one year, starting in August. Nominations shall be made in April, with elections held the first week of May. The period between May to August will be utilized as a training/transition period for the new officers. No member shall serve more than two successive terms in the same office.

3. The President shall appoint a nominating committee, which shall consist of three members. The committee shall interview and present a complete slate of candidates who have agreed, if elected, to serve to the best of their abilities.

4. On the night of the election, nominations may be presented from the floor by any member. If the nomination is seconded and the candidate agrees to serve, he or she must be included on the ballot.

5. All contested ballots shall be secret.

Article V – Crew Business

Crew business will be conducted under the principals outlined in Robert’s Rules of Order. Voting on all issues will be by simple majority, with the exception of changes or amendments to the bylaws, which will require a two-thirds vote of the total membership. A quorum shall consist of one more than the majority of members present for votes on routine business.

Article VI – General Meetings

General meetings will normally be held during the second and fourth weeks of the month. The day will be decided by the membership at the beginning of the school year.

Article VII – Officers’ Meetings

Officers’ meetings will be held at least once a month, prior to and at a time and place different from the first crew meeting of that month.

Article VIII – Dues

Dues will be $40 annually, paid in May.

Article IX – Fundraising

All fundraising, or money-earning projects, must be approved by a majority vote of crew members. Members who do not participate in a project may not be entitled to any benefits of the funds earned. All money-earning projects must be approved by the advisor and meet Boy Scouts of America requirements.

Article X – Co-Ed Conduct

1. Dating relationships among members of Venturing crew #8 are allowed.

2. Both public and private displays of physical affection between members of Crew #8 are not allowed on any crew activity.

3. Dating relationships between adult advisors (aged 21+) of Crew #8 and youth members (aged 14-20) of Crew #8 are not allowed.

4. Sleeping accommodations and bathing facilities will be segregated by both gender and age (youth and adult) in accordance with BSA health and safety guidelines.

Article XI – Uniforms

The Venturing Crew #8 uniform will consist of the standard dark green shirt with proper insignia, slate gray shorts or long pants of the wearer’s choice, and gray socks. Belt and shoes may be of the wearer’s choice. The Venturing Crew #8 uniform will be worn to all meetings and activities, unless the Crew #8 officers designate the activity as a non-uniform event. For non-uniform events clothing worn must conform to the Northville public School dress code standards.

Article XII – Advancement

It is expected that each member of Venturing Crew #8 will actively participate in a scouting advancement program each year (Boy Scout, Girl Scout, Venturing).
